2 Corinthians 5:17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things 

are passed away; behold, all things are become new. 

  

September 2, 1987, at 9 o’clock in the morning, my life was supernaturally 

transformed. I was born again by the Spirit of God. My life was forever changed. 

 

Real salvation through Jesus Christ is much more than a stringing, religious or 

emotional experience. It is not just an outward reformation by trying to be a better 

person. Humanistic solutions offered by modern psychology do not give satisfactory 

answers to spiritual needs of our heart. Rather, we must be genuinely converted or 

born again through a supernatural transformation, whereby our heart is made new as 

described in 2 Corinthians 5:17. Many verses refer to the new birth but I love 

; Romans 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of 

God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the 

Greek.
